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I. MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS
1. GLOBAL ECONOMY

According to IMF world Economic outlook, overall, global growth
is projected to reach 3.5% and 3.8% in 2015 and 2016
respectively. GDP Growth is projected to be stronger in 2015 as
compared to 2014. Economic Growth in the United States was
stronger and averaging about 4% annualized in the last three
quarters of 2014. In Japan, due to weak consumption and
plummeting residential investment, economic growth in 2014 was
close to zero. In the Euro area, economic conditions remain weak
although some pick up in final quarter of 2014 was observed,
supported by lower crude prices, depreciation in the Euro and
increase in bank lending. In China, activity has slowed over the
second half of 2014 and first quarter of 2015 as investment
demand lost pace and real estate sector weakened. The Russian
economy slowed sharply due to falling oil prices and Western
sanctions. The pace of global trade continues to be weighed
down by both cyclical and structural factors and grew by 3.1% in
2014.

Inflation continues to move downward, due to weak demand
conditions and falling commodity prices. Since August, 2014,
world energy prices and Brent Crude oil prices have been falling,
going below $ 50 per barrel in January, 2015. All these
developments have brought down the global commodity Prices.
Central Banks of most of the countries pursued accommodative
monetary policies faced by disinflationary pressure and weak
growth. The interest rates in US neared Zero, because of the
Fed's Bank Policy rate. European Central Bank (ECB) began its
asset purchase program since March 2014. China followed with
deposits and lending rate cuts in November 2014. Russia has
cut its policy rates twice in first quarter of 2015. Global financial
market has been volatile since mid-2014, triggered by the
announcement of US’s Federal bank on normalization of monetary
policy. Political tensions in Europe especially in Greece, and lower
oil prices have impacted investment. Low interest rate led to fall
in the long term Govt. bond yields in global financial market.
Capital flows to emerging market economy has gone down in the
second half of 2015. The US dollar has gained against major
currencies.

2.DOMESTIC ECONOMY

According to the advanced estimate of CSO (Central Statistical
Office), the growth rate of GDP at constant 2011-12 market price
is estimated to be 7.4 % in 2014-15. The growth of gross value
added (GVA) at basic prices for agriculture & allied sector, industry
sector and services sector are estimated to be at 1.1 %, 5.9 %
and 10.6 % respectively in 2014-15. Headline inflation measured

moderated during 2014-15 on the back of lower food and fuel
prices. WPI food inflation which remained high during 2013-14,
moderated during 2014-15 following sharp correction in vegetable
prices and moderation in prices of cereals, eggs, meat and fish.
As fuel has larger weight in the WPI, the decline in fuel prices led
to a sharper reduction in WPI. Inflation in manufacturing sector
has remained within a narrow range since 2013-14. During 2014-
15, the WPI inflation for all commodities averaged 2% as
compared to 6.0% in 2013-14. Retail inflation as measured by
the CPI base year 2010 = 100 had remained stubbornly sticky,
around 9 -10 % during 2012-13 and 2013-14. CPI inflation has
also moderated significantly since second quarter of 2014-15.
Moderation in inflation is observed in all the three major sub-
groups viz. “Food, beverages and tobacco”; “Food& light”, and
“Others”. As per the revised CPI new series with base year 2012,
CPI inflation stood at 5.2 % for 2014-15. In 2014-15 Index of
Industrial Production growth was 2.8 % as compared to negative
growth of last year.

Liquidity conditions have remained broadly balanced during 2014-
15. The RBI’s proactive liquidity management operations ensured
that the call rates stayed range bound around the policy rates,
reducing day to day volatility. The market for Commercial Paper
picked up momentum during the second half of 2014-15. The
Govt. securities (G-Sec) market yields softened, barring some
spike observed in second half of December 2014 due to the
Ukrainian crisis followed by the Russian currency crisis. The 10
year yield declined by 72 basis points from 8.52 % at the end of
September 2014 to 7.80% on March 31, 2015. Overall, financial
markets traded on a bullish note during the second half of 2014-
15 against the back drop of improved domestic fundamentals
and a global risk. The rupee-US dollar exchange rate has
remained broadly stable during the year due to huge inflow of
FDI and FIl in the equity and bond markets. Due to weak
economic outlook in Europe and Japan, the rupee has appreciated
against the Euro and Yen in September 2014 vis-a-vis other
country’s currency. The rupee touched a low of ¥63.75 per US
dollar on 30" December, 2014 and a peak of ¥58.43 per US dollar
on 19" May, 2014. During March 2015, Rupee touched at 362.45
against a US dollar. The global economic environment appears
poised for a change for the better, with the recent sharp fall in the
international prices of crude petroleum. This is expected to boost
global aggregate demand along with a sharp recovery in the US
economy in the face of gradual withdrawal from monetary
accommodation. India’s merchandise imports declined by (-) 0.6
% in 2014-15, stood at $ 447.5 billion and exports declined by
(-) 1.2 %, reaching $ 310.5 billion. Trade deficit has increased to
$ () 137.0 billion. Among the major economies with a CAD
(Current Account Deficit), India is the second largest foreign
exchange reserve holder after Brazil. India’s foreign exchange
reserves stood at $ 341.6 billion at the end of March 2015. CAD
was 1.7 % of GDP in April — December 2014.

Asset quality of Banks showed some signs of stress during the
year.

advances increased to 4.5 % in September 2014 from 4.1 % in
March 2014. RBI has taken a number of steps to redress the
NPA issue. Equity markets continued to do well during the year.
The bench mark indices BSE Sensex and Nifty showed a general
upward trend in the current year. Growth in Broad Money (M3)
decelerated to 12.0 % in March 2015 from 13.8% during the
corresponding period of previous year. Growth in bank credit
decelerated to 9.5 % in March 2015 from 13.9 % during the
corresponding month of pervious year. The growth of aggregate
deposits with scheduled commercial banks decelerated to 11.4
% in March 2015. Policy Rate was reduced by 25 basis points
by RBI on 39 March 2015 from 7.75 to 7.50 %. At present the
bank rate is 8.5%. The budget estimates for the fiscal deficit for
2015-16 is 3.9 % as compared to 4.1 % in 2014-15.

The Bank
has two Extension Counters as of 31t March, 2015.

The Bank has strengthened its pan India network by opening
126 branches during the year 2014-15 which takes the total
number to 3020 as of 31 March, 2015.

1.2. Specialized Branches :

As of March, 2015, the Bank had 6 Flagship Corporate branches,
15 Mid- Corporate branches, 23 Service branches, 7 Asset
Management branches and one Integrated Treasury
Management Branch at Mumbai. The Bank continues to have
29 Retail Loan Hubs and 2 SME Hubs as of 31st March, 2015.

As at the end 315t March, 2015, the Bank had 78 City Back Offices.
The Bank has a customer base of about 2.5 crore as on 31st
March 2015.

1.3. Alternative Delivery Channels:

1.3.1. The Bank has joined National Financial Switch (NFS) which
enables customers to access more number of ATMs across
the country. As on 31.3.2015, Bank had 2096 ATMs out
of which 1524 were onsite and 572 were offsite. Bank has
been issuing VISA and RuPay enabled Debit —cum —ATM
cards. Bank has issued 61,12,218 of Debit/ATM cards as
on 31.3.2015 as compared to 41,52,965 cards as on March
2014 achieving an increase of 47.18% over the previous
year. The bank is issuing Rupay cards under financial
inclusion and ATM enabled Kisan Cards linked to KCC
acounts.

1.3.2. Internet banking facility is available to customers for utility
bill payments, air and rail ticket booking, on line shopping,
inter- bank and intra bank fund transfer etc. Bank is also
providing services like balance enquiry, account statement,
transaction related SMS alerts, payment of indirect taxes,
direct taxes and many other banking services. The total
e-banking users as on 31.03.2015 are 384524, as against
270228, as on 31.03.2014, registering a Y-O-Y increase
of 42.30%.

1.3.3. The Bank has introduced Mobile Banking services during
the year 2011-12, whereby customers can take advantage
of conducting their banking transactions through mobile
phones. Through the mobile banking facility, customers
are now performing banking activities like balance enquiry,
account statement, mobile recharge, intra & inter-bank
funds transfer with their mobile handset using SMS/GPRS
modes of connection. M-banking users as on 31.03.2015
are 70534 as against 41803 as on 31.03.2014 recording
an increase of 68.73% Y-0-V.

Business per employee of the Bank improved from ¥15.28 crore
as on March 31, 2014 to ¥15.51 crore as on 31st March 2015.
Net Profit per employee is ¥4.82 lac for the year ended 31 March,
2015 as against ¥6.55 lac as of 31 March, 2014.

4. Profitability:

7. TREASURY & INTERNATIONAL

Bank has been performing its Treasury & Investment Operations
by keeping track of the macroeconomic scenario and market
developments in accordance with the regulatory guidelines issued
by the Reserve Bank of India from time to time as also the Bank's
Corporate Investment Policy approved by the Board of Directors.

Treasury Management Solution for an effective and efficient way
to optimize resource utilization and maximize returns on
investment and trading.

In order to mitigate risk and proper balance sheet management,
bank has gone for interest rate swap transactions. During the
year 2014-15, Bank has experienced severe market volatility and
despite all odds the bank could significantly improve the yield on
its Investment portfolio.

The global investments (Gross) of the Bank during the year 2014-
15 grew by 2.16% from 67769 crore as on 31.03.2014 to 369231
crore as on 31.03.2015. The domestic investment grew by
2.41% from k65799 crore as on 31.03.2014 to 67385 crore as
on 31.03.2015. SLR investment registered a growth of 4.43%
during the year 2014-15 touching the level of ¥55368 crore
compared to ¥53017 crore in March 2014. Non SLR investment
(domestic) registered a fall of 5.98% to reach a level of ¥12017
crore from ¥12782 crore in 2013-14. The yield on domestic
investment improved marginally from 7.79% as on 31.03.2014
to 7.83 % as on 31.03.2015. Total investment income for 2014-
15 stood at ¥6195 crore as against ¥4386 crore in 2013-14.

7.1. Export Finance:

With 74 'B' Category Branches across India, UCO Bank is
committed to actively cater to the needs of its Exporters. Total
Merchant Turnover of the Bank during the Financial Year ended
March, 2015 stood at ¥111555 crore which is 7.00 % higher than
previous year. Bank's Export credit outstanding during 31st March,
2015 is ¥2707.08 crore, registering a growth of 7.45% over 31st
March, 2014.

'UCO Bank,' is the sole Bank to facilitate bi-lateral trade with Iran
by agreeing to receive payment in INR for Iranian oil exports to
India. Simultaneously, to boost exports under this Rupee Payment
mechanism, 'UCO BANK' negotiated 552 export bills amounting
to 3408 crore cumulative from April, 2014 to March, 2015. The
Export Credit outstanding as of 31st March, 2015 on account of
Iran Trade is ¥385 crore.

8. SOCIAL BANKING
8.1. Priority Sector Advances:

The Bank has been showing significant performance in lending
to Priority Sector over the years and has been effectively servicing
the priority sector and agriculture sector with its vast network of
rural and semi-urban branches.

As on 31.03.2015, the Priority Sector Advances of the Bank stood
at¥53278 crore constituting 36.38 % of Adjusted Net Bank Credit
(ANBC).

8.1.1. Agriculture Advances:

Total Agriculture Advances of the Bank stood at I19687 crore
constituting 13.44% of ANBC. Direct Agriculture Credit stood at

Credit stood at I6595 crore constituting 4.50% of ANBC. The
Y-0-Y growth of total Agriculture Advances is 18.30% and under
Direct Agriculture, the growth is 17.25% respectively.

8.1.2. Micro, Small & Medium Enterprises (MSME):

Bank recognizes the important role of MSME in the economic
development of the Country and thereby supporting in generating
employment opportunities in the Country. The advances under
Micro& Small Enterprises (MSE) as on 31.03.2015 stood at
325545 crore and under Micro, Small & Medium Enterprises
(MSME), the advances are 329560 crore as of 31st March,
2015.

8.1.3. Advances to Weaker Sections:

Advances to Weaker Section stood at ¥15186 crore as of 31st
March, 2015 constituting 10.37% of Adjusted Net Bank Credit.
The Y-0-Y growth of advances to Weaker Sections stood at
6.05%.

8.1.4. Minority Community Advances:

Total Minority Community Advances of the Bank stood at ¥8019
crore constituting 15.05 % of Priority Sector Advances.

8.2. Unique Schemes:

The Bank has two unique schemes - (1) "UCO Uthaan" for
upliftment of BPL families of adopted villages & (2) "UCO Samagra
Gramin Vikas Yojna" - Adoption of villages for all-round
development.

8.2.1. UCO Uthaan Scheme: Social-cum-Financial upliftment
scheme for BPL families

Under the Scheme, villages having a large number of BPL families
are adopted by the Bank through its nearest branch to bring the
BPL families out of the clutches of poverty and bring about a
holistic change in the villages. Under the scheme, a holistic
development plan of the villagers is drawn and followed up for
covering areas like education, financing for rural housing,
formation of SHG and micro-financing, development of handicrafts
& rural artisans and extending finance under DRI Scheme.

The Bank has adopted 21 villages in 10 states i.e. Assam, Bihar,
Gujarat, Maharashtra, Odisha, Punjab, Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu,
Uttar Pradesh & West Bengal under UCO Uthaan Scheme.

Bank has conducted several financial literacy camps in these
villages and has provided financial assistance particularly to BPL
families to improve their livelihood, to generate more income so
that they come above poverty line.

By these efforts, 2141 BPL families, in these 21 adopted villages,
have been provided with credit assistance by Bank to uplift their
livelihood in better way during last 3 years. These BPL families
are generating their income by adopting several activities like
dairy farming, goat farming, betel leaf cultivation, vegetable
growing, cycle repairing, shoe mending, fruit vending, grocery
shop, tea stall, beedi making, trolley plying, mason jobs etc.

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8.2.2. UCO Samagra Gramin Vikas Yojna : For all-round
development of villages

The Bank has adopted 10 villages in 6 states i.e. Gujarat,
Himachal Pradesh, Odisha, Kerala, Uttar Pradesh & West Bengal
for all-round development of these villages under UCO Samagra
gramin Vikas Yojna.

In these villages, the Bank has conducted financial literacy camps
to educate the villagers, extended financial support to them and
has also initiated developmental activities under Corporate Social
Responsibility. Under financial assistance, the Bank has given
General Credit Cards (GCC) to small traders, Artisan Credit Cards
(ACC) to artisans, Kisan Credit Cards (KCC) to farmers, loans to
SHGs, loans for doing animal husbandry activities, loans to
women & SC/ST beneficiaries. Many small traders have started
their own business with the support of Bank loan. Through CSR
activities the Bank has given Ceiling Fans, Water purifiers to
different schools, Steel Almirahs, Books for school library, School
uniform to school going children, installed of hand pumps for
drinking water in the villages, installed Solar street lights in the
villages, constructed of metallic road.

In two villages, out of above 10 villages, the Bank has provided
doorstep banking facilities to the villagers of these unbanked
villages through Mobile Van. The Van visits these two villages on
a predetermined day and time during the week and provides all
types of banking facilities to the villagers at their doorstep. There
has been increase in the saving habits of the villagers due to this
initiative. Through these vans, villagers are also being financially
educated.

By these activities, there is an all-round development in the
adopted villages and the villagers are very much benefitted.

8.3. Awards to Bank:

UCO Bank was awarded during the current year the Best Bank
Award by the Chamber of Indian Micro, Small & Medium
Enterprises in a function held in New Delhi for the year ended
2014 under the below mentioned categories:

UCO Bank bagged the 1st prize for "Highest average loan" to
SHGs in West Bengal State during the year 2013-14 under
Commercial Banks category on the eve of celebration of NABARD
Foundation Day on 12.07.14.

UCO Bank received prestigious SKOCH AWARD for Excellence
in Banking in "Financial Inclusion and Deepening 2014".

9.FINANCIAL INCLUSION:

Financial Inclusion is a vital project for the macro and micro
economy of the country which is intended to bring the excluded
masses under the umbrella of structured banking system and
eliminate the dishonest practices of money lenders. Financial
inclusion by its wider scope plays a critical role in poverty
eradication, reducing income disparities and enhancing economic
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growth. Envisaging the greater role of inclusion, Govt of India
launched a comprehensive Financial Inclusion Plan "Pradhan
Mantri Jan DhanYojna" on 28th August 2014. UCO Bank
contributed with more than 6 lakh accounts on the launch date.
Account opening target allotted to our Bank has been achieved
well before 26th January 2015.

Bank has adopted following models for implementation of
the project:

i. Through Brick & Mortar Branches in the unbanked and under
banked locations/villages/Gram Panchayats

ii. Through Corporate Business Correspondents (Corporate
BCs): Bank has at present 4 Corporate BCs - M/S HCL, M/S
Genpact India Ltd., M/S TCS & M/S FINO for end to end
solution.

iii. Bank on wheel: Bank has deployed 24 Mobile Vans to cover
132 unbanked villages.

iv. Kiosk Model (UCO Samaveshan Sarathi) through VLEs
(Village Level Entrepreneurs) of CSC (Common Service
Centre) e-governance.

v. Through Individual BCs who inclde: Retired teachers, Retired
Bank employees, Retired Government employees etc.

9.1. Coverage of villages allotted to Bank & Accounts opened
under Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana (PMJDY):

44.87 Lac accounts have been opened under PMJDY bringing in
deposit of I604.42 Crore. Further, 17102 villages encompassing
52.12 Lac households are allotted to our bank with the target of
achieving at least one bank account per household, and the target
had been successfully accomplished.

9.2.New initiatives for implementation of Financial Inclusion:

9.2.1. Implementation of FI Gateway -

Bank engaged M/s FINO Paytech as service provider for
implementation of its own FI Gateway & Central Biometric
Authentication Server. This solution helped Bank in achieving a)
Central Bio-Auth Transaction where Smart card is ho more
mandatory to do transactions b) Aadhaar Enabled Payment
System and c) Biometric De-Duplication whereby enrolment of
the same customer twice will be avoided.

9.2.2. Web based Kiosk Banking Solution named as "UCO
Samaveshan Sarathi" has been rolled over on pan India basis
for the use of BC agents and Village Level Entrepreneur(VLE) of
Common Services Centre (CSC).

9.3. Direct Benefit transfer (DBT) and Direct Benefit Transfer
for LPG (DBTL):

Bank has taken number of steps for smooth roll out of Direct
benefit Transfer in 117 districts out of 121 districts identified for
implementation of the schemes.
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From 01.01.2015 to 31.03.2015 LPG subsidy has been credited
for 4999388 beneficiaries (2681787 beneficiaries through Aadhaar
number & 2317601 beneficiaries through account number)
amounting to ¥17506 lakh.

10. RETAIL BANKING:
10.1. RETAIL LIABILITY PORTFOLIO

Under Liability portfolio, Bank had launched special term deposit
scheme UCO THOUSAND FIXED DEPOSIT SCHEME with
waiver of penalty on premature closure to boost growth of term
deposits (<X 5 crore)

"UCO Savings Day" was observed on 10.07.2014 thereby
mobilizing business of ¥22 crore by opening about 1.50 lac Saving
Accounts in a single day.

"UCO Sowbhagya" campaign for Recurring Deposit Accounts was
launched from 12 to 14 January 2015 mobilizing ¥22.42 Cr in
62548 accounts.

Bank also launched a special saving scheme for Minors above
10 years of age named "UCO Smart Kids" with ATM Card, E-
Banking facility etc.

Bank has tied up with Payment Gateways such as CC Avenue,
Pay U, Direcpay, EBS, Citrus and Paytm providing direct debit
facility to our net banking users over 30000 websites. A tie up
with goibibo.com has also been made by which our customers
get discounts for booking their journey tickets and hotel
accommodation through goibibo website using bank's debit card/
internet banking.

Bank has introduced Loyalty Rewards Program for our customers
for encouraging and promoting Bank's Alternate Delivery
Channels.

Marketing Cell has been set up at Corporate Office for looking
after the tie-ups with PSU/Govt. departments/Treasuries etc., for
mobilizing retail business. Liability processing Cell (LPC) was
introduced in the Kolkata zone for centralized account opening.
Bank has signed an agreement with LIC on 27.02.2015 for
maintaining and operating Current account of LICI to purchase
instruments and for remittances.

Improvements were made in the features of our existing UCO
Suvidha Salary Account and UCO Care Current Account.

10.2. SCHEMATIC RETAIL LENDING

Under Asset portfolio, the Bank has launched new loan scheme,
UCO Yatra for travelling purpose to our existing borrowers having
property Mortgaged in favour of our Bank and another scheme
for purchasing books by Lawyers practicing in Supreme Court.

Bank has modified existing retail asset products such as UCO
Home loan Scheme, UCO Pension Loan scheme, UCO Property
Loan to make it customer friendly and in line with market demand.
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UCO HOME Loan Campaign was launched twice during the year
sanctioning a total of ¥1215 crores to 7469 applicants and
achieving highest percentage growth of 35.49% during 9 months
ended December, 2014 among all PSU Banks.

Online loan application module for Home, Car and Education
loans has been completely revamped with user friendly changes
wef 03.12.2014.

Online Lead Generation through Bankbazaar.com was enabled
and also Grand Festive Offer waiving 100% process fee was
introduced during the year for UCO Home Loan and UCO Car
Loan.

Gold Loan campaign was launched from 08.12.2014 to
20.12.2014 sanctioning a total loan of ¥115 Cr.

11. PARABANKING

For Life Insurance, Bank is the Corporate Agent of Life Insurance
Corporation of India since August 2003.

In Group Credit Life Insurance, bank has tied up with Kotak
Mahindra Old Mutual Life Insurance Ltd providing insurance cover
to a) Educational Loan Borrowers since July 2009, b)Home Loan
Borrowers since August 2013 and ¢) UCO Cash, UCO Two
Wheeler, UCO Car, UCO Doctor and UCO Properties Borrowers
since August 2013.

For Non-Life Insurance, Bank is the Corporate Agent of Reliance
General Insurance Company Ltd. (RGICL), from September 2009.

Besides, there are three other insurance products viz. 'UCO Griha
Raksha Policy’ 'UCO Griha Raksha Plus' 'Reliance Healthy
Family Policy' to cover the house property, to cover the repayment
of loan, to cover the medical expenses of our borrowers/customers
under various circumstances.

In Mutual Fund Business, Bank continues its distributorship tie-
up relation with eight Mutual Fund Houses of good repute Viz.
Franklin Templeton, ICICI Prudential, Kotak, Reliance, UTI, Birla
Sun Life, Baroda Pioneer and SBI Mutual Fund.

12. RECOVERY:

The increasing trend of NPAs in the Banking Industry over last
two-three years has become a concern to the banks. Gross NPA
level has inflated from 4.32% in March 2014 to 6.76% in March
2015 and respectively the quantum of GNPAs has increased from
6621.37 crore to ¥10265.05 crore. The NNPA percentage rose
to 4.30% from 2.38% of previous year. During the FY 2014-15
the bank has witnessed fresh slippages of ¥7551.31 crore which
includes substantial number of restructured accounts particularly
in power, steel and road sectors. In addition a downward trend in
recovery of stressed assets compared to previous year is
observed and the bank could offload NPAs of only ¥483.77 crore
to ARCs against ¥1869.06 crore in the previous year. All these
factors attributed to a sharp rise in GNPA/NNPA percentage in
the current Financial Year. Therefore maintaining Bank's asset
quality and recovery of bad debts are the prime concern of Bank.
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The details of Cash Recovery and up gradation for the last three Years are as under :

12.1. Recovery Performance:

The Bank is able to surpass both recovery target for NPA and
Loss Assets as approved in Statement of Intent (SOI) for the FY
2014-15 (NPA recovery of Y2506 crore against SOI target of
%2400 crore and recovery in Loss assets is ¥189 crore against
%150 crore).However, recovery performance of 2014-15 is
sluggish as compared to previous year. The main reason for
declining recovery is global recession coupled with continued
economic slowdown particularly in Power, Steel and Road
Projects, problems in offloading Non Performing Loan assets to
ARCs, less number of OTS in large borrowal accounts etc.

Bank's recovery mechanism is also geared up at all levels of
functioning to take advantage of modified compromise settlement
scheme, SARFAESI Act, the DRTs and LokAdalat. Country-wide
mega recovery camps, Road shows, MAO campaign, declaration
of willful defaulter etc. were organized for speedy recovery. All
other strategies and action of setting up call centers at Zonal
Offices have also strengthened the follow up mechanism in
stressed accounts.
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The total cash recovery plus upgradation for the year ended 31st
March, 2015 is Y2506 crores as against 33047 crores for the
year ended 31st March, 2014. The recovery in loss assets(written
off accounts) is ¥189 crores for the year ending March, 2015
compared to 3295 crore for the previous year.

Recovery in loss assets has a direct bearing on the profitability
and the bank is giving priority in monitoring / follow-up for recovery
in such accounts. A separate vertical in the bank is monitoring
consistently for recovery in loss assets including technically written
off accounts. However, recovery of loss assets is low during FY
2014-15 as sale of NPAto ARCs could not be matched up to the
level as of last year.

13. CREDIT MONITORING

In the scenario of continued sluggish economy prevailing world
over, maintaining the quality of asset has become increasingly
challenging for bankers. Realizing this, bank has drawn up an
action plan to meet the challenge by deploying required personnel
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in order to ensure monitoring of stressed accounts on regular
basis. The Graded system of monitoring has been introduced to
have the desired effect of follow up action. Technology has been
made use to the maximum extent in generation of reports on
stressed / SWR accounts and making them available to the field
level functionaries to supplement their recovery efforts. SMS alert
for payment of EMIs is sent through effective use of technology.
Similarly for recovery of EMIs, ECS debit mandate has been
introduced in maximum number of retail loans. Call centers are
set up at the Zonal Office level to reach out to the borrowers.

The revised Credit Audit Policy has been approved by the Board
during the year 2014 - 15, with amended Credit Audit format
which is capable of capturing information on early warning signals
thereby helping the monitoring authorities to take the required
measures in arresting the slippages in loans.

Workshops were organized for the benefit of field level
functionaries with special emphasis on follow up of stressed
accounts.

Proper mechanism is put in place for timely reporting to RBI on
CRILC and SMA on borrowers having PAN wise exposure of
%5.00 Cr and above. Framework for identification of non-
cooperative borrowers, based on RBI guidelines is in place.

14. RISK MANAGEMENT

During the financial year 2014-15 Bank has taken some new
initiatives in the area of risk management. A new score card model
for all Retail, MSE and Agriculture loans up to Ione crore has
been developed in house and implemented. Improvement has
been done in our existing Rating Models for large advances.
Calculation of Liquidity coverage ratio and leverage ratios have
been started for adopting Basel IIl. Under Operational Risk, bank
has rolled out RCSA(Risk Controlled Self Assessment) across
the country covering all geographies and business lines.
Membership of CORDEX for accessing data has been obtained.
Bank has imparted training to Zonal Risk officers and some
branch officials for Operational Risk Management.

15. Regional Rural Banks (RRBs)

UCO bank has sponsored two RRBs namely, Bihar Gramin Bank
(BGB) in Bihar and Paschim Banga Gramin Bank (PBGB) in
West Bengal. The RRBs have a total of 531 branches as on
31.03.2015.

15.1. Capital position of RRBs

The total capital composition of Paschim Banga Gramin Bank
as on 31.03.2015 stood at ¥154.51 Cr (Govt. of India), ¥108.16
Cr (UCO) & %46.35 Cr (West Bengal State Govt.). Similarly, for
Bihar Gramin Bank, it stood at ¥109.08 Cr (Govt. of India), ¥76.35
Cr (UCO) & 332.72 Cr (Bihar State Govt.)
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15.2. Performance of RRBs (Unaudited)

The Total Deposits and Advances of RRBs as on 31.03.15 stood
at I6798 Cr and Y4113 Cr, registering a growth of 8.86% and
20.12% respectively over previous year. CD Ratio improved from
54.83% to 60.50%. Gross NPA stood at ¥165.84 Crore against
3154.55 Crore as on 31.03.2014. Gross NPA to Gross Advances
has reduced from 4.51% (as on 31.03.2014) to 4.03%. Net NPA
ratio increased from 2.74% (as on 31.03.2014) to 2.95%.

As per unaudited results, Bihar Gramin Bank has recorded a net
profit of ¥80.34 Crore as on 31.03.2015 against ¥64.58 Crore as
on 31.03.2014. Paschim Banga Gramin Bank has reported a net
profit of ¥10.11 Crore as on 31.03.2015, thereby reducing
accumulated loss to ¥86.71 Crore as on 31.03.2015.

16. Information Technology

CTS Implementation has been completed in the Northern,
Western, and Southern grids and is live in 70 MICR centres and
11 non-MICR & hub centres.

Export Data Processing & Monitoring System (EDPMS)has been
implemented with effect from 03/01/2015 as per directions of RBI.
The EDIS solution for data relating to lodgement & Realisation of
Bills is integrated with CBS.

Mandate Management System and ACH Debit System, replacing
Post Dated Cheque system for EMIs, has been introduced w.e.f
17/11/14 by which branches can obtain mandates from borrowers
and submit for online registration for getting the transaction done
on day to day basis.

Online account opening has been made live for saving/current
account through UCO bank Website. Online Account Admin
module has been made live to monitor the progress of
applications.

For Biometric (Two-factor) Authentication, around 20000 devices
were delivered and installed in 2947 branches and administrative
offices. Arrangements are being made for procuring additional
devices to ensure full coverage.

16.1. In-House Software Development:

HRM

Tax, Retirement benefit, Salary, Leave, Grievance Redressal, APR
(Annual Property Return) modules have been added to HRMS. A
centralized e-service folder has been developed by bank to
capture/store the details of employees' service folder. Longest
Continuous Stay (LCS) and Repatriation packages have been
upgraded and made live for all employees.

Iran Vostro Management Software

Migration of Legacy Data has been completed in the new package.
All the modules have been made live and Treasury Branch is
using both the system in parallel before closing the Legacy Excel
package.
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Retail Pool Data Management Utility

A utility to manage and maintain Retail Pool Accounts is being
developed with excel import facility for the use of branches during
audit.

TDS Report

A utility has been developed and made live in Bank's website for
all the customers to download consolidated report of Interest
Paid and Tax Deducted on Term Deposit for current financial
year.

The centralized E-TDS system

This has been made live from quarter beginning 1st Oct 2014 to
handle TDS in respect of five gateway branches located in
Kolkata.

16.2. New initiatives of BPR & BTD

Account Balance enquiry and Mini-statement facility through
Missed Call from registered mobile number has been introduced
for OD, CC, Current & SB Accounts. Missed call enquiry for Home
loan & Car loan has been introduced. OTP & CAPTCHA for e-
commerce & e-banking transactions have been introduced to
improve security while transacting online.

NEFT payment on a later date option has been introduced in
internet banking for providing convenience to customers.

Validity of debit card has been increased from 5 years to 15 years.
Display message on ATM screens communicating non-availability
of cash has been introduced. Real-time message is sent to the
custodians in such instances. Rupay cards have been enabled
for doing e-commerce transactions. Mobile banking has been
upgraded to a newer version. Person to Account (P2A) is
introduced to Mobile Banking for the transfer of funds to other
bank accounts through m-banking.

Internet Banking customers can now reset password and unblock/
activate their User ID through Bank's website. Customer can also
directly apply for Mobile Banking registration/de-registration &
MPIN reset through bank's website.

An innovative RuPay enabled Debit cum identity card (College
Campus card) had been launched in collaboration with Mount
Carmel College, Bengaluru.

Bank has started the facility of Debit Card Hot-listing at Branch
level in case of loss of card and customer would receive an SMS
on his mobile number as a confirmation.

15 e-lobbies have been established across the country till 31st
March 2015,.

17. OPERATION & SERVICES

KYC Compliance increased to 98.60% as against 96% for the
FY ended 2013-14. From UCO Sujhav (a webpage in UCO
ONLINE where members of staff can give suggestions for
improving the procedures and processes of Bank), a total of 487
suggestions were processed and 12 best suggestions were
selected for implementation.
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Call Centre has been streamlined. 22 call agents are working
24X7. Calls taken have increased about a third over the previous
year. Steps are being taken for opening Call Centers at Bangalore
and Bhopal. Atotal of 8,572 complaints received through SPGRS
(Standardized Public Grievance Redress System) have been
resolved during the year. Liability Processing Centre has been
started on pilot basis, at Kolkata for centralized opening of
customer accounts.

Dec 2014 was declared as 'Pension Month' and 9992 additional
pension accounts were opened. System for payment of Railway
Pension was introduced. 48 new branches have been added for
doing PPF business taking the total number of branches to 173.

18. CORPORATE COMMUNICATIONS

Bank is doing publicity through print, outdoor and digital media,
as well as participating in outdoor activities and sponsorships.
The stake-holders and public at large are provided information
about Bank by way of organizing press meets, press releases
and one to one communication. Publicity Campaigns for various
asset & liability products, information on various technology
strides taken by the Bank pertaining to online application on
various devices has been the forte of countrywide publicity during
2014-15.

The other means of brand recognition deployed during the current
financial year are publicity campaigns by way of participating in
loan fairs, through wall paintings in rural area, banner
advertisement on website, Bank's caller tune, on-line
advertisement, LED display and museum set up at Head Office,
besides providing bicycle to best students & celebration of
foundation day.

Bank has also participated in the corporate social responsibility
activities by way of donation of¥17.60 lac to Vidyasagar University
for purchase of a bus, ¥1.19 lac for purchase of Hospital
equipments by Deen Dayal Upadhyay Hospital, Shimla, ¥1.00
lac donation for armed forces flag day, ¥50.00 lac for "Clean
Ganga Fund" & ¥100.00 lac to "Swachh Bharat Kosh".

Bank has been regularly publishing the in-house magazine "UCO
TOWER" to make aware the employees about the various
activities of the bank.

19. HUMAN RESOURCES

Proper man power planning and placement plays a key role in
development of an organization. Keeping this into consideration,
efforts were made to maintain a harmonious work culture and a
proper distribution of workforce. By organizing cultural event like
'‘Colors of India' attempts were made to create a cohesive
workforce by involving staff from all corners of the country. By
organizing training and workshops, the skills and knowledge of
the staff members were enhanced.

19.1.Manpower

The total Staff strength as on 31st March, 2015 stood at 25236,
including employees serving overseas, 13 of whom are expatriate
officers. The total domestic staff strength of 25223 comprises of
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12266 Officers, 8853 Clerks, 2209 Subordinate staff and 1895
Sweepers. The percentage of Scheduled Castes (5091) and
Scheduled Tribes (1770) taken together in the total domestic staff
strength is 27.18%. Besides, there are 2914 OBC employees in
service of the Bank at the end of March, 2015. 1319 employees
belong to Minority Communities. The total work force constitutes
20.25 % women employees (5111) as of March, 2015.

The functions of Human Resources Management are carried out
through various cells at Head Office.

19.2. IR Negotiation Cell

During the period, the Industrial Relations climate in the Bank
remained healthy and cordial between the Management and the
Unions/Associations. Meetings and discussions were held with
Unions/Associations at periodic intervals through mutual co-
operative attitude and respect during the financial year 2014-15.

19.3. Reservation Cell of Head office, HRM Department

Bank has been implementing reservation policy of Government
of India. Reservation and other relaxations and concessions
extended to SC/ST/OBC /Differently abled persons and Ex-
Servicemen employees of our bank are strictly adhered. As per
GOl guidelines bank imparted Pre-promotion Training to 868
candidates (SC-369, ST-145 and OBC-354) belonging to SC/ST/
OBC category. In order to address the issues of SC/ST and OBC
employees of the Bank periodical meetings are being held at
Apex level as well as at Zonal office level with Welfare Association
of such employees.

The reservation cell participated in three review meetings with
the Chairman, National Commission for Safai Karmacharis at
Bhubaneswar, Kolkata and Coimbatore on 16.06.2014,
18.07.2014 and 09.09.2014 respectively. The Cell also
participated in a review meeting with the , Member, National
Commission for SC for Guijarat, Rajasthan, Dadar Nagar Haveli
and Daman-Diu on 19th and 20th December, 2014 at Ajmer.

Department Of Financial Services(DFS) of Ministry of Finance
examined the implementation of Reservation Policy of our bank
for the year 2012 and 2013 along with Reservation Rosters/
Register pertaining to SC/ST/OBC, Complaint Register and Guard
File of our bank on 05.08.2014 at New Delhi. They found the
implementation of reservation policy in our bank as satisfactory.
Also, in order to address the issues of SC/ST and OBC employees
of the Bank, periodical meetings are being held at Apex level as
well as at Zonal office level with Welfare Association of such
employees.

19.4. Recruitment Cell

Bank has recruited 1182 Officers during the year 2014-15,
including one CSO (Chief Security Officer) in Scale V. These
1182 officers comprise of 145 SC's, 94 ST's and 273 OBC's and
372 Women. Bank has recruited a Chief Customer service officer
on contractual basis. 1541 Clerks have also been recruited during
the year 2014-15, of which 305 are SCs, 120 ST's, 402 OBC's,
479 women, 79 Ex-Servicemen, 29 differently abled individuals
and 117 persons belonging to Minority Communities. The Bank
has also initiated the process of recruitment of 1000 Clerks, 300
Probationary Officers for the Financial Year 2015-16.
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19.5. TRAINING Cell

Training of employees is of utmost importance to the Bank. A
Draft on Training policy of the Bank has been prepared and same
has been vetted by IIM Ahmedabad, Bank's consultant for HR
Transformation Exercise for future adoption purpose. Emphasis
was given for imparting Training to all levels of employees. Focus
is also given in organizing more nationwide Location and Camp
Based Training Programmes at Zonal Office level. Atotal of 12093
Officers, 2911 clerks and 154 sub-staff were Trained through in-
house training programmes in Central Staff College, Kolkata and
Regional Training Centres of the Bank across the country.

Further 2901 officers, 2805 clerks and 769 sub-staffs were given
Locational training at Zonal Office Level across the country on
General Banking, Credit Appraisal, NPA Management, Priority
Sector Lending, LAPS, Unicode, CBS, Security Aspects,
Managerial Skills, Operation in Finacle, Leadership Development
etc. Special topics like soft skills, documentation, ADC(Alternate
Delivery Channels),KYC(Know Your Customer), HR issues etc.,
have also been introduced in Training System.

Bank has nominated 610 Officers/Executives to Training Institutes
like NIBM PUNE, CAB PUNE, IIBM Guwahati, BIRD Lucknow,
IIBF Mumbai, IDRBT Hyderabad and many other Institutes for
External Training. For the first time, 432 POs and 646 clerks have
been provided induction Training at External Training Institutes
viz 1IBM Guwabhati, ICA Manesar, PNBIIT Lucknow, ATI Salt lake,
AMA Ahmadabad etc. A specially designed Training for Women
Leaders was conducted at Central Staff College for the first time.

6 Executives have gone for overseas Training. Bank has given
utmost importance for training right person relating to his/her area
of operation and also for better capacity utilisation of Training
college.

Further, Bank has opened two new colleges viz Regional Training
Centre, Durgapur & Jaipur and proposal for one new Regional
Training Centre at Trivandrum is under process.

19.6. Manpower Placement & Promotions Cell

During the year 2014-15, Bank has promoted 11 Executives to
the post of General Manager (Top Executive Grade Scale-VII),17
Executives promoted from Scale-V to Top Executive Grade Scale-
VI and 28 Executives from Scale-IV to Scale-V. In addition, 70
officers in Scale-1ll have been promoted to Scale-1V, 176 officers
in Scale-1l promoted to Scale-Ill and 555 officers promoted from
Scale-| to Scale-II.

Under category of Specialists Officer, one (1) Executive in Scale-
IV has been promoted to Scale-V, 3 officers in Scale-Ill promoted
to Scale-1V,20 officers promoted from Scale-II to Scale-Ill and 7
officers in Scale-I promoted to Scale-Il.

During the year, through promotion process, 408 clerks were
promoted to the post of officer (Scale-l). Further, promotion from
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Sub-staff to Clerks was also completed during the year and 491
sub-staff were promoted to the post of Clerks through the same
process.

19.7. HR TRANSFORMATION INITIATIVE:

Bank had initiated various activities for blending proper spirit in
the workforce through launching the social media platform "UCO
Sadasya" for connecting staff members to updates and
information. A health and fithess series publication has been
introduced to provide tips on good living to employees besides a
communication series on work place etiquette helping in
personality development.

20. AUDIT & INSPECTION

Bank has introduced surprise branch visits by heads of field
Inspectorates (FIs) to verify cash balance and report any major
deficiencies observed during the visit. Trial Run of Surveillance
Module (OCAS)/Alert generation on operational deficiencies at
10 branches on a pilot basis was undertaken, whereby upto 50
alerts can be generated in case of deficiencies for the Branch
heads to respond and rectify the same immediately. Training
program for all staff in FIs on the new e-THIC package was
conducted. Alerts are sent to Zonal Offices on sudden spurt in
advances. To make monitoring and control system more effective,
bank has identified 18 critical control returns and communicated
the same through HO circular encompassing the roles and
responsibilities of the various employees/supervisors/controllers,
as per the bank's policy and guidelines applicable.

21. VIGILANCE DEPARTMENT

70 branches and 26 administrative offices were visited by CVO
in the past 1 year to create awareness among staff members.
Visit of more than 308 Branches by Field Vigilance Officers
undertaken to cross check the implementation of Ghosh
Committee recommendations on Preventive Vigilance Measures
and compliance of Bank's policies. Training program on
"Preventive Vigilance" for officers in general and another training
program for officers dealing specifically with vigilance matters
across all zones and circles of the bank were also organised.
Vigilance Awareness Week was observed during 27.10.2014 to
01.11.2014 in all the branches of the Bank. On this occasion the
bank conducted an Essay Competition on the subject
"Combating Corruption - Technology as an Enabler". A
compendium, "Pearls of Vigilance - AUCO Bank initiative against
corruption" was released and circulated to all branches to
increase awareness towards proper Corporate Governance. 189
complaints were disposed off during the year reducing pendency
to lowest in last 5 years.

22. MANAGEMENT & HR AUDIT

The Department conducted Management Audit of Two Circle
Offices, Nineteen Zonal Offices &Five Field Inspectorates. The
Reports were closed after getting the irregularities rectified at
the designated level. HR Audit was also conducted in Eight
Corporate Departments and one Branch i.e. Kolkata (Retail)
during the same period.
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23. MANAGEMENT INFORMATION SYSTEMS

ADF, the only big data source of the bank (5 Terabyte), is capable
of generating reports globally. All the Discrete Systems /
standalone systems VIZ. GBM, LAPS, e-Banking, M-Banking,
AML, Overseas branches, Furniture & fixture etc. have been
integrated to ADF platform. Reports of the discrete systems are
also now available on ADF platform. Till date, 322 reports were
generated from ADF platform. In addition 92 more returns are
waiting for signoff by different corporate departments.

To increase the consistency of data reports, MISADF team has
conducted data cleaning program and thus have reduced data
gap to a minimum level.

The above efforts have reduced the DICGC Premium payment
during Nov. 2014. ADF Platform has substantially contributed for
rectification of CIBIL data, thereby acceptance of data at CIBIL
site has increased.

In addition to the above, ADF platform has provided data mart to
Corporate Departments and thereby extensively used by
departments like Retail, Risk Management, TIMS & Strategic
Planning for generation of Ad hoc reports as and when required.

24. COMPLIANCE OF OFFICIAL LANGUAGE POLICY:

To implement the provisions of Official Language Act of
Government of India, Bank has given preferred attention towards
use of Hindi in official work. 97 workshops were organised
involving 2199 officers/employees for training on UNICODE
or LINGUABANK for working on computers. For encouraging
usage of Hindi, many Zonal and Circle Offices brought out
Hindi e-magazines. Being the Convener Bank of Town Official
Languages Committee(TOLIC), Kolkata, our Bank was
instrumental in involving other banks in organizing various
programmes/competitions in Kolkata and also assisted other
banks in organising Hindi workshops. These efforts of Bank were
praised by Joint Director, Department of Financial Services,
Ministry of Finance, during his visit to Bank’s Head Office on 5™
November, 2014. More awareness on Official Language(OL)
Policy of GOI was brought about by organising “Hindi Day”, Hindi
Fortnight”, OL Officers’ Conference at Chennai”, publishing
“Anugoonj” on the experience and memories of Hindi Scholars
of Southern States. Further, initiating a series of cultural evenings
related to festivals and national leaders has added to the activities
of Head Office OL Department.

The responsibility of taking over the mantle of convenor of TOLIC
(Banks), Kolkata is another feather in the cap of the bank. Bank
has also received the first prize of the TOLIC (Banks) for the
year 2013-14.

25. COMPLIANCE DEPARTMENT

Bank has emphasized on compliance issues as mandated by
RBI. Bank has been ensuring the level of customer service,
compliance of rules of deposit, advances, KYC/AML, other
services, prompt submission of statutory / regulatory reports,
information and data asked by RBI, GOI, etc. through a strict
compliance system. Compliance Policy - 2014 was prepared

incorporating necessary changes to prevent breaches in the areas
of compliance functions and the same has been circulated to all
branches and offices of the Bank after due approval by the Board
of Directors in its meeting held on 20.08.2014. During the year,
Test Checking of compliance functions has been undertaken in
455 branches and 2 corporate offices. Branches/offices have been
sensitized about compliance functions so as to avoid compliance
breaches. Critical issues were discussed at the appropriate level
to enhance efficacy of the system. Interactions are also being
held with Inspection Department & Risk Management Department
periodically to discuss issues relating to compliance functions
and to suggest measures to further improve the compliance
function.

26. LEGAL MATTERS

Bank has ensured effective legal assistance to all corporate
departments. Legal advice is provided on a diverse range of
substantive and procedural questions of law to firmly secure
bank's interest.

'‘Handbook on Recovery of debts due to banks and financial
institutions Act, 1993, Money suits & Revenue recovery
Proceedings' has been released during the year to facilitate field
functionaries handling recovery. Bank has issued a
comprehensive 'Deceased Claim policy' in line with model
operational procedure issued by IBA.

Bank has issued 21 circulars on various legal topics such as
Companies Act 2013, registration of charges etc. including the
'Master circular on Documentation'. A composite deed of
hypothecation has been devised and put in place. All field
functionaries are being updated with exhaustive guidelines,
including latest amendments and case laws on areas covering
DRT, SARFAESI, Indian Registration Act, Stamp Act of respective
states etc.

27. FUTURE PLAN:

Bank has fortified its retail business this year, and specifically
the growth rate of home loans over the previous year proves to
be above the industry average. The bank will continue to focus
on retail business by focusing on product and service innovations.
Bank will strive to improve CASA by streamlining customer service
and capitalizing on financial inclusion initiatives such as PMJDY.

Like UCO Rewards, special efforts will be taken to maximize ADC
(Alternate Delivery Channels) usage. In order to acquire and retain
young customers, service outlets and products reflecting the Gen-
Y needs will be introduced in conjunction with standardized
customer service.

Bank will name the year 2015-16 as the year of actualizing the
triple power - "Human Resources for Customer Service",
"Technological Resources for convenience banking" and
"Knowledge/lnnovation Resources for enhancing brand image",
thus creating mutual value for both Customers and the Bank.

2. Board of Directors

The constitution of the Board of Directors is governed by the
provisions of the Banking Regulation Act 1949, Banking
Companies (Acquisition & Transfer of Undertakings) Act 1970,
Nationalised Banks (Management & Misc. Provisions) Scheme
1970 and The Banking Companies (Acquisition & Transfer) &
Financial Institutions Laws (Amendment) Act 2006. The
requirements of Corporate Governance as envisaged in the Listing
Agreement with the Stock Exchanges are to be read along with
these statutes.

The Directors are experienced and have requisite expertise in
the field of Banking, Finance, and Management so as to provide
appropriate directions and exercise effective control in the
functioning of the Bank.

Pursuant to the instructions/guidelines/directives issued by the
Reserve Bank of India, Government of India, various committees
of directors have been constituted with the objectives of
streamlining the decision making process, effective monitoring
and follow up of various activities falling within the terms of
references of such committees.

In respect of internal audit, the Audit Committee
of the Board reviews the internal inspection/audit function of the
Bank — the system, its quality and effectiveness in terms of the
objectives. As regards external audit, the committee reviews all
the issues raised in the Long Form Audit Report. Besides, it
interacts with the external auditors before finalization of reviewed/
audited accounts with special reference to change in accounting
policies, practices, qualification in the draft audit report and
compliance with the accounting standards. It also addresses all
issues/concerns raised in inspection report of RBI. The committee
also reviews the internal control system, the areas of
housekeeping, reconciliation, fraud and other related matters.

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3.2.0. Management Committee of the Board (MCB) :

The Committee is constituted as per Provisions of Nationalised
Banks (Management & Miscellaneous Provision) Scheme 1970.

Disclosures on risk exposure in derivatives
Qualitative Disclosures

i) The Structure and organization for management of risk
in derivatives trading:

The organization structure consists of Investment Wing
at the Corporate level which report to the Executive
Directors and Chairman & Managing Director and
ultimately to the Board. Risk Management Department
is informed of the transactions as and when they take
place.

ii) The scope and nature of risk measurement, risk
reporting and risk monitoring systems:

a) The Interest Rate Swap (IRS) transactions
undertaken by the Bank are for hedging and trading
purposes. Derivative as a product is also offered to
the customer as per RBI norms. Such transactions
are undertaken as per policies of the bank
formulated based on RBI guidelines.

b) The risk is measured in the interest rate derivative
transactions depending on the movement of
benchmark interest rates for the remaining life of
the interest rate swap contracts. All interest rate
derivative transactions are included for the purpose
of risk measurement. The risk is evaluated and
reports are placed to the CMD/ED daily and Board
periodically. Risk is monitored based on the mark
to market position of the interest rate derivative
transactions.

(iii) Policies for hedging and /or mitigating risk and strategies

and processes for monitoring the continuing effectiveness
of hedges/ mitigants:

IRS is undertaken on the actual interest bearing underlying
assets or liabilities. The notional principal amount and
maturity of the hedge does not exceed the value and
maturity of underlying asset/liability. The risk is monitored
on the mark to market basis of the outstanding interest rate
swap contracts and accordingly the effectiveness of the
hedge is determined.

Collateral required upon entering into IRS is Nil. Notional
principal amount of IRS muiltiplied by the relevant conversion
factor and the respective risk weight of the counter party
has been taken into account for determining the capital
requirements.

During the financial year 2010-11, the Bank reopened the
Pension option for such of its employees who had not opted
for Pension scheme earlier. The Bank in result incurred an
additional liability of ¥507.84 Crore due to the same. In the
same financial year too, the limit of Gratuity payable to the
employees was enhanced pursuant to the amendment of
Gratuity Act, 1972. As a result the liability of Bank was also
increased by 3292.51 Crore. As per RBI guidelines as
enumerated in circular no. DBOD. BP. BC.80.21.04 .018/
2010-11 dated 09.02.2011, the Bank decided to amortize
the entire expenditure ¥800.35 Crore in five years beginning
from financial year 2010-11. Accordingly a sum of ¥160.07
Crore (160.07 Crore) is charged to Profit and Loss A/C in
terms of the requirements of the above RBI Circular. Upon
amortization of the liabilities over last five years, the balance
unrecognized liability to be amortised towards Second Option
Pension and Gratuity as on March 31, 2015 is NIL.

In addition to ¥160.07 Crore (160.07 Crore), an amount of
%729.30 Crore (793.55 Crore) which includes liability for the
employees benefits, has been charged to Profit and Loss
Account towards current year’s liabilities.

Bank had revalued on few occasions in the past, its
premises by independent qualified valuers and the excess
of fair market value over the original cost was credited to
revaluation reserve. As on date aggregate amount of
revaluation reserve (net of revaluation relating to assets
disposed of) is ¥764.23 crore (¥737.08 crore) and
depreciation on the revalued portion charged to above
revaluation reserve (net of depreciation relating to assets
disposed of) is ¥154.50 Crore (3149.68 crore).

Qualitative Disclosure

a) Past Due and Impaired Accounts (for accounting purpose):

In terms of Bank’s NPA Management Policy duly approved by the Board of Directors, an asset is treated as Past due/impaired asset
where —

i.  Interest and/or installment of principal remain overdue for a period of more than 90 days in respect of a term loan.

ii.  The account remains ‘out of order’ for a period of more than 90 days as given in para below, in respect of an overdraft/cash
credit (OD/CC).

iii. The bill remains overdue for a period of more than 90 days in the case of bills purchased and discounted,

iv. The installment of principal or interest thereon remains overdue for two crop seasons for short duration crops.

v. The installment of principal or interest thereon remains overdue for one crop season for long duration crops.
An account is considered out of order when

i.  The outstanding balance remains continuously in excess of the sanctioned limit/drawing power; the account is treated as out
of order.

ii. The balance outstanding is less than the sanctioned limit/drawing power but there are no credits continuously for 90 days or
the credits are not sufficient to cover the interest debited.

b) Bank’s Credit Risk Management Policy:

Bank’s Credit Risk Management practices are based on policy directives duly approved by the Board which, inter-alia, encompasses

the following :

i.  Credit Risk acquisition — strategies & policies,

ii.  Credit approval processes.

iii. Credit Risk monitoring processes.

iv. Credit Risk control processes.
Board of Directors has over all responsibility for management of Credit risk and Risk Management Committee of the Board is responsible
for setting up guidelines for Credit Risk Management and reporting, ensuring that Credit Risk Management processes conform to the
policy, setting up prudential limit and its periodical review and ensuring robustness of risk modules. Credit Risk Management Committee
is responsible to deal with issues relating to Credit policy and procedures and to analyze monitoring and control credit risk on bank
wide basis.

Credit Risk Management Department of the Bank enforces and monitors compliance of the risk parameters and prudential limits set
by the Bank. They also lay down risk assessment system, monitor quality of loan portfolio, identify problems and correct deficiencies,
develop MIS for the purpose including portfolio evaluation. Credit Risk Management Department is independent of Credit Processing
& Credit Monitoring Departments.

Assessment of Credit Risk is done through rating of credit accounts. The bank has a system of rating all accounts (excepting those
under schematic lending) having exposure of above Rs 25 lacs. Bank tracks rating migration and has developed internal default rates
across rating. The mapping of default rates is also carried out with default rate of established rating agencies.

The bank makes all possible efforts to mitigate risks associated with credit accounts through suitable collaterals or guarantors
wherever it is considered feasible and desirable. In addition to that, terms and conditions under which credit is sanctioned also go a
long way to mitigate risks associated with credit. Regular monitoring and control of accounts also add to the risk mitigation. In order
to mitigate risk, the Bank has taken necessary cover for eligible accounts from Export Credit Guarantee Corporation and Credit
Guarantee Fund Trust for Micro and Small Enterprises.

Credit risk mitigation techniques- On Balance Sheet netting
The Bank computes capital requirements on the basis of net credit exposure subject to the conditions that the bank

i) has a well founded legal basis for concluding that the netting or off setting agreement is enforceable in each relevant
jurisdiction regardless of whether the counterparty is insolvent or bankrupt;

ii) is able any time to determine loans/advances and deposits with the same counterparty that are subject to the netting
arrangement;

Any breaches from various prudential and other limits
fixed by the Bank are also referred to H.O for necessary approval.

The Bank’s policy is to maintain near square position in Forex. However various limits like daylight, overnight in respective
currencies as well as overnight open position limit in Indian rupees for the Bank as a whole have been fixed and the same
is monitored through periodic reporting.

The Structure and organization for management of risk in derivatives trading:

The organization structure consists of Investment Wing at the Corporate level which report to the Executive Directors and
Chairman & Managing Director and ultimately to the Board. Risk Management Department is informed of the transactions as
and when they take place.

The scope and nature of risk measurement, risk reporting and risk monitoring systems:

a) The Interest Rate Swap (IRS) transactions undertaken by the Bank are for hedging and trading purposes. Derivative as a
product is also offered to the customer as per RBI norms. Such transactions are undertaken as per policies of the bank
formulated based on RBI guidelines.

b)  The risk is measured in the interest rate derivative transactions depending on the movement of benchmark interest rates
for the remaining life of the interest rate swap contracts. All interest rate derivative transactions are included for the
purpose of risk measurement. The risk is evaluated and reports are placed to the CMD / ED daily and Board periodically.
Risk is monitored based on the mark to market position of the interest rate derivative transactions.

Policies for hedging and /or mitigating risk and strategies and processes for monitoring the continuing effectiveness of
hedges/ mitigants:

IRS is undertaken on the actual interest bearing underlying assets or liabilities. The notional principal amount and maturity of
the hedge does not exceed the value and maturity of underlying asset/liability. The risk is monitored on the mark to market
basis of the outstanding interest rate swap contracts and accordingly the effectiveness of the hedge is determined. Collateral
required upon entering into IRS is Nil. Notional principal amount of IRS multiplied by the relevant conversion factor and the
respective risk weight of the counter party has been taken into account for determining the capital requirements.

Report On The Financial Statements

1 We have audited the accompanying financial statements of UCO BANK as at 31s! March, 2015,
which comprise the Balance Sheet as at 31st March, 2015, and Profit and Loss Account and the Cash Flow
Statement for the year then ended, and a summary of significant accounting policies and other explanatory
. information. Incorporated in these financial statements are the returns of 21 branches inclusive of one
treasury branch audited by us and 1011 branches (including Service branches) audited by branch auditors
and 4 foreign branches audited by overseas local auditors. The branches audited by us and those audited
by other auditors have been selected by the Bank in accordance with the guidelines issued to the Bank by
the Reserve Bank of India. Also incorporated in the Balance Sheet and the Profit and Loss Account are the
returns from 1989 branches which have not been subjected to audit. These unaudited branches account for
7.51 per cent of advances, 27.04 per cent of deposits, 5.29 per cent of interest income and 31.81 per cent
of interest expenses. '

Management's Responsibility for the Financial Statements

2. Management is responsible for the preparation of these financial statements in accordance with the
provisions of Section 29 of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 and to disclose the information as may be
necessary to conform to forms ‘A & B’ respectively of the Third Schedule fo the Banking Regulation Act,
1949. This responsibility includes the design, implementation and maintenance of internal control relevant

to the preparation of the financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud
or error.

Auditor’s Responsibility

3 Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit. We
conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing issued by the Institute of Chartered
Accountants of India. Those Standards require that we comply with ethical requirements and plan and

perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from
material misstatement.




4 An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and
disclosures in the financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditor's judgement,
including the assessment of the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to
fraud or ermor. In making those risk assessments, the auditor considers internal control relevant to the
Bank’s preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in order to design audit procedures that
are appropriate in the circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness
of the Bank’s internal control. An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of accounting policies
used and the reasonableness of the accounting estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the
overall presentation of the financial statements.

- We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a
basis for our audit opinion.

Opinion

6. In our opinion, as shown by books of the bank, and to the best of our information and according to the
explanations given to us:

(i) the Balance Sheet, read with the notes thereon is a full and fair Balance Sheet containing all the
necessary particulars, is properly drawn up so as to exhibit a true and fair view of state of affairs of the
Bank as at 31st March 2015 in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in India;

(ii) the Profit and Loss Account, read with the notes thereon shows a true balance of profit, in
canformity with accounting principles generally accepted in India, for the year covered by the account; and

(iii) the Cash Flow Statement gives a true and fair view of the cash flows for the year ended on that
date.

7. Emphasis of Matter

We draw attention to note No.11 in the Notes on Accounts (Schedule 18) disclosing partial cempliance of
the findings of Annual Financial Inspection of Reserve Bank of India (AFI 2014) in respect of four borrower
accounts by way of making necessary provision without declaring those accounts as non-performing, and
indicating the uncertainty of the outcome of Bank’s representation before appropriate higher authority of

RBI for reconsideration and dispensation in those cases. Our opinion is not modified in respect of this
matter. '

Report on Other Legal and Regulatory Requirements

8. In our opinion, the Balance Sheet and the Profit and Loss Account have been drawn up in Forms
‘A" and “B” respectively of the Third Schedule to the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 and is in accordance
with the provisions of Section 29 of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949.

9. . Subject to the limitations of the audit indicated in paragraph 1to 5 above and as required by the
Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970, and subject also to the
limitations of disclosure required therein, we report that:

(a) We have obtained all the information and explanations which to the best of our knowledge and belief,
were necessary for the purposes of our audit and have found them to be satisfactory.

(b) The transactions of the Bank, which have come to our notice have been within the powers of the Bank.
(c) The returns received from the offices and branches of the Bank have been found adequate for the

purposes of our audit.
